b. Motion to amend the following items was approved:

i. ISEE membership required to have voting rights within PSEE

ii. Quorum required for meetings to be official defined to be at least 51% of Board (including Officers)

iii. Allow Email voting for time sensitive (as deemed by the President) matters between board meetings

1. >50% of Board (including offices) must respond within 1 week to carry the vote

c. Ratification tabled until next meeting so that changes can be made

3. Meeting topics
